Lifting of Temporary Ban on the Importation of Foot and Mouth Disease-Susceptible Animals, their Products and By-Products Originating from the United Kingdom
The Department of Agriculture (DA) issued Memorandum Order (MO) No. 03, series of 2008, lifting the temporary ban on the importation of foot and mouth disease-susceptible (FMD) animals, their products and by-products originating from the United Kingdom, which was imposed per DA MO No. 13, series of 2007, in view of the reported outbreak of FMD in Surrey, England.  DA MO No. 03, s. 2008 takes effect on 26 February 2008.

Based on the final report submitted by the Department of Environment, Food and Rural Affairs of the United Kingdom to the Office International des Epizooties (OIE) last 18 February 2008, the FMD-free status without vaccination of the United Kingdom has been restored.  Based on the evaluation of the Bureau of Animal Industry (BAI) of the Philippines, the risk of contamination from importing FMD-susceptible animals and their products from the United Kingdom is negligible.
