(a) Addition of import conditions for Equine Influenza that reads 

"During the 90 days prior to export, the horse has not suffered from or been exposed to nor been in premises infected with Equine Influenza, and was vaccinated against EI according to manufacturer's recommendation with an inactivated or recombinant vaccine approved by the country of export, between 21 and 90 days before shipment either with a primary course or a booster."

If no, describe, whenever possible, how and why it deviates from the international standard:  Article 12.6.6 of the OIE Terrestrial Animal Health provides recommendations for the importation of domestic equids for unrestricted movement.  

As most of the equids imported into Singapore are for racing, an outbreak of EI would have a detrimental effect on the industry. It is also internationally recognised that there are currently no commercially available vaccine which meets the recommendations for all circulating strains of EI. As such, AVA will recognise vaccines which are approved for use in the exporting country, but recommends that the most relevant vaccines for the circulating strains in the region be used.
