a) For the protocols relating to permanent and temporary import of horses into Singapore: Removal of requirement for pre-export broad spectrum anthelminthic treatment.

b) For the protocols relating to return of horses to and temporary import into Singapore: Reduction of the period from the current three months to 60 days, for which premises are required to be free from the following equine diseases: equine infectious anaemia, equine viral encephalomyelitis, horse pox, scabies, glanders, dourine, surra, strangles, epizootic lymphangitis, ulcerative lymphangitis, equine rhinopneumonitis, equine viral arteritis, equine piroplasmosis, equine influenza, vesicular stomatitis, Getah virus infection, anthrax, rabies, Hendra virus infection, Nipah virus infection, West Nile virus infection, or any other disease of horses notifiable in the country of export.
