	Description of content:  Following the accident of the Fukushima nuclear power plant on 11 March 2011, the radionuclide levels in some food products originating from Japan are found to exceed the action levels in food applicable in Japan.  Hence, MOPH considered that it is necessary to establish the type of food, location and country of origin to control food contaminated with radionuclide as follows:

(1) All kinds of food originated from the radionuclide areas of Japan:  the prefectures  of Fukushima, Gunma, Ibaraki, Tochigi, Miyagi, Yamagata, Niigata, Nagano, Yamanashi, Saitama, Tokyo and Chiba, the levels of radionuclides shall be detected not exceed the prescribed limits in the Notification of the Ministry of Public Health Re: Standard of Food Contaminated with Radionuclide.  The importers are required to submit documents indicating the levels of radionuclides and their locations of production for every shipment at the import check point, issued by any of the following agencies: 



(1) the Japanese Government competent authority (CA), or



(2) other agencies accepted by the Japanese Government competent 
authority, or



(3) government laboratory,  or 



(4) designated laboratory by the government, or 



(5) accredited laboratory conforms to the international standards.


(2) All kinds of food originated from the prefectures other than those stated in clause 1 are required to submit documents issued by the Japanese Government competent authority to indicate the location of harvesting or processing.
