DRAFT MOPH NOTIFICATION, (NO. ...) B.E.2556 (2013), ENTITLED
"RE: FOOD CONTAINING PESTICIDE RESIDUES (NO.2)”

The Ministry of Public Health (MOPH) is proposing to revise the MOPH notification concerning the
maximum residue limit of pesticides in food as follows:

1) In this notification, “Rice” means non-glutinous rice or glutinous rice from which the husk has been
removed, packaged or made up in advance in a container, ready for offer to the consumer.

2) The following pesticide residues in food are added to the List No. 1 Maximum Residue Limit (MRL)
annex to the Ministry of Public Health Notification, Title : Food Containing Pesticide Residues,
issued on 14th April 2011:
