	Lifting the temporary ban on the importation of meat and meat products derived from cattle from Germany (HS Code:  0201, 0202, 1602.50)

	
The Department of Agriculture (DA) issued Memorandum Order (MO) No. 03, series of 2010, lifting the temporary ban on the importation of meat and meat products derived from cattle from Germany, which was imposed per DA MO No. 19, series of 2000, in view of the increasing cases of Bovine Spongiform Encephalopathy (BSE) or "Mad Cow Disease".  DA MO No. 03, s. 2010 took effect on 5 January 2010.

The World Organization for Animal Health (OIE) recognizes Germany as having a controlled BSE risk in accordance with Chapter 2.3.13 of the OIE Terrestrial Animal Health Code.
